· Thank you to the Board and District for some time off. 

· BR621 has been assigned to the Detwiller Fire in Mariposa County.

· BC Lamont has returned from Team Assignment on the Long Valley Fire in Northern CA/NV.

· Reminder to sign-up for the County’s Early Warning Notification System (EWNS) and to prep for the season.

· The District has responded to Alamo, Bridge and Manzanita fires.

· The Auditors completed their initial site visit.

· The District continues to work with Ground Emergency Medical Transportation (GEMT) to obtain additional payments. 

· The District has 1 outstanding payment for a fire from last season. 

· The District is working on the rest of the siding project.
· Continuing discussions with Riverside County Ems Agency (REMSA), American Medical Response (AMR), and Riverside County (RVC) Fire regarding Ambulance service on the Mountain Plateau. The District has responded to the ALS First Responder and Ambulance Agreement and is currently in legal review by REMSA.

· Continuing to work with the Community Wildfire Protection Plans (CWPP) group to update the plan. There will be a public meeting on Aug. 1.

· Continuing to work on the update to the District’s Hazard Mitigation plan.

· District has a presence in the 4th of July parade and has a presence at every Concert in the Park.

· District will have a presence with Riverside Sheriff Office  (RSO) at the National Night Out August 1st and at Idyllwild Arts Jazz in the Pines weekend.
