· E621 had the turbo unit replaced; additional warranty work was done 2 weeks later for a leaking coolant line. Repairs were done using a mobile repair service specifically for emergency behicles; faster turn-around time and no towing.

44 Patients for $130,086.50. Total for the month of July is $37,188.41. The Districts’ numbers are up from last year.
