Calvin Gogerty had a question about what happened on Wednesday with all the activity that happened on the hill and wondering if the State or District can get money back for all the resources put into that rescue. Commissioner Sawicki and Chief Reitz responded.   
Reports

· Chief Reitz – Report Presented. 
· Battalion Chief Lamont is currently returning from the Eclipse Complex on the Klamath NF, where he was assigned with Southern CA Fed IMT-1.
· E621 was dispatched yesterday as part of an Alpha or Structural Protection Strike Team to the Canyon Fire in the Anaheim / Riverside County border. Last report over 2000 acres, 5% containment, 900 ff’s, 2 reported injuries, 1 structure damaged or destroyed, 1 “big rig” destroyed, mandatory evacuations in place for Corona. A Type 1 IMT has been ordered. 

· I would like to thank Rachel for her continued work and diligence on the District’s web site and in the front office. The modified hours seem to be benefiting everyone. 

· Field work for the Audit will be taking place tomorrow through Friday.

· The District continues to work with Ground Emergency Medical Transportation (GEMT) to obtain additional payments
· I will be sending a letter to Gov. Brown asking him to veto SB 523 – 5.1% on Ambulance receipts, $106 additional reimbursement for MediCal patients Cost to the District is approx. 25K
· The District has reached a settlement through a Mandatory Settlement Hearing process in the Reyes case. As part of that settlement both the wrongful termination appeals and the lawsuit have been dropped. The District wished Mr. Reyes well in his endeavors and the District continues to move forward.

· Continuing discussions with Riverside County EMS Agency (REMSA), American Medical Response (AMR), and Riverside County (RVC) Fire regarding Ambulance service on the Mountain Plateau. The District has responded to the ALS First Responder and Ambulance Agreement and is currently in legal review by the District.
· The Chief was unable to attend the September Riverside County Fire Chiefs Association (RCFCA) meeting. 
· The Chief was able to attend the September Guns and Hoses lunch and quarterly MAST meeting. 
· District had a presence at all of the Thursday Night’s Concert in the Park, including the final Friday community dance party.

· The Chief attended the California Special District Association (CSDA) Legislative Review webinar

· The Chief had meeting with REMSA’s Bruce Barton and EMD Director Kim Saruwatari.

· The Chief met with Idyllwild Arts President Pamela Jordan.

· The Chief was also able to meet with Idyllwild Water District’s Interim Manager Jack Hoagland.

· The Chief has a meeting scheduled with RVC Assistant CEO Michael Stock.

· The Chief as been contacted by Supervisor Washington’s office, scheduling a meeting with all of the agencies for his annual Winter Weather preparation meeting, date – TBD

· The District observed September 11th, Patriots Day by flying the flag over Highway 243 and observing a moment of silence after lowering the town flag to half-staff. 

· There was a blood drive Saturday, September 16th – with 31 donors registered, 1 donor deferred and 33 units collected and 5 first time donors registered. Next Blood Drive is Saturday, November 18th. 

· Howl and Yowl fundraising event will be taking place this Saturday at Living Free in Mountain Center.

· The annual Art and Wine Walk sponsored by the Idyllwild Art Alliance will be Satuday October 14th.

· Riverside County is holding the Fall Household Hazardous Waste Collections Day is scheduled for this coming Saturday – encourage everyone to take advantage of making your homes safer and keeping the materials out of the transfer station and landfill. 
· It was reported at the quarterly MAST meeting that RVC Waste Management is working on holding a tire collection day for the Idyllwild area at some point in the near future. This was done at the Chief’s recommendation – waste tires pose a major risk for the community health as breeding grounds for mosquitos as well as firefighters – generate a lot of heat, smoke and are very difficult to extinguish. 

· Fire Prevention Week is Sunday October 9th – Saturday October 14th. The District will be participating at the Library Story Time on Monday, October 2nd, in observation of Fire Prevention Week. 

· The Chief has Jury Duty October 2nd – October 6th and will not be available.

· The District’s annual Open House will be Saturday, October 14th from 10am – 2pm. It will be held on Park Lane in town this year to bring more people to it.
