NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Idyllwild Fire Protection District, Idyllwild, California, acting by and through its Board of Commissioners, hereinafter referred to as the District, will receive up to, but not later than (time) p.m., on (day, date), sealed bids for the award of a contract for Dispatch Services from a qualified agency or firm meeting the criteria outlined herein.
Bids will be received at the Idyllwild Fire Protection District, 54160 Maranatha Dr., PO Box 656, Idyllwild California 92549-0656, on or before the time and date stated above. Bids will remain sealed until the time and date stated above. Bids will then be publicly opened and read aloud. 

Each bid must conform and be responsive to all pertinent bidding requirements contained herein.
No bidder may withdraw his bid for a period of ninety (90) days after the date set for the opening thereof. The District reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive irregularities in any bid.
INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
1. SIGNATURE: The bid must be signed in the name of the bidder and must bear the signature in longhand of the person or persons duly authorized to sign the bid on behalf of the bidder.
2. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS: Any bidder may withdraw his bid either personally, by written request, or by telegraphic request confirmed in the manner specified above at any time prior to the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids.
3. CONTRACT: The successful bidder will enter into a mutually agreeable contract for legal services (Contract) with the District.

No interpretation or modification made to any respondent as to the meaning of the RFP shall be binding on the District unless submitted in writing and distributed as an addendum by the District. Verbal information obtained otherwise will not be considered in awarding of contract. All addenda shall become part of the RFP. 

LANGUAGE, WORDS USED INTERCHANGEABLY 
The word District refers to the Idyllwild Fire Protection District throughout this document. Similarly, RESPONDENT, VENDOR, and BIDDER refer to the person or company submitting an offer to sell its goods or services to the District. The words PROPOSAL, QUOTATION, and BID are all offers from the BIDDER. The District has established for the purposes of this RFP that the words SHALL, MUST or WILL are equivalent in this RFP and indicate a mandatory requirement or condition, the material deviation from which shall not be waived by the District. 

A deviation is material if, at the sole discretion of the District, the deficient response is not in substantial accord with this RFP’s mandatory condition requirements. The words SHOULD and MAY is equivalent in the RFP and indicates very desirable conditions or requirements but is permissive in nature. Deviation from, or omission of, such a desirable condition or requirement will not in and of itself cause automatic rejection of a proposal, but may result in being considered as not in the best interest of the District Bid No. 01-14. 
TERM OF CONTRACT

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE 
This proposal provides interested parties with sufficient information to enable them to prepare and submit a response for consideration by the District. By submitting a response, you are affirming that your agency or firm are interested in contracting with the District to provide services covered herein. This document serves a two-fold purpose in that this is the District’s document of record showing our specifications, terms and conditions, besides the contract, that will be executed with regard to the services requested herein. 
THE DISTRICT'S OPERATIONS - AN OVERVIEW 

Idyllwild Fire Protection District (IFPD) was formed in 1946. The District is an instrumentality of the State of California, established to function as a special district. It was established for the purpose of providing fire protection services for the businesses and residents of Idyllwild, California. IFPD has expanded its services to include Advanced (ALS) and Basic (BLS) Life Support Ambulance transport services for Idyllwild and also Contracts with the Riverside County Health Agency to provide Emergency Medical BLS and ALS ambulance services to Pine Cove and other nearby areas specifically known as Zones 1, 2 and 3.  

The District records are located at 54160 Maranatha Drive, Idyllwild, California 92549. 

The District is managed by a publicly-elected group of Five (5) Fire Commissioners. These elected citizens are charged with the oversight of the District and the service provided. The Board of Fire Commissioners directs the Districts Fire Chief who is responsible for the Operations of the Fire District. 

The District is currently staffed by the Fire Chief, 9 career fire fighters, 15 Intern Reserves (paid a stipend as per IFPD agreement)  and one (1) part time Administrative Assistant. Additionally, the District also utilizes volunteers and support from Idyllwild Volunteer Fire Company 621. 

The District operates the following fleet: Three (3) ALS/BLS ambulances, one (1) each;  engine, ladder, brush, squad, reserve engine, command, administrative, reserve brush, patrol and utility each cross staffed as required by call nature and demand. 
The District is an “All Risk” Fire protection District. 

The call volume of the District is dynamic in nature with averages over the past five years as follows:

The District transports approximately 62% of all Medical Responses for an annual transport total of approximately 424. The District transports to numerous hospital emergency departments throughout Riverside and occasionally other outlying Counties, however the District generally transports to Hemet Valley Medical Center in the city of Hemet California, Eisenhower Medical Center in the city of Palm Desert, San Gorgonio Hospital in the City of Beaumont and Desert Hospital in the city of Palm Springs. Other Hospitals frequently transported but not limited to: The VA hospital Loma Linda, Loma Linda Medical Center, Loma Linda California, Kaiser Hospital, Moreno Valley CA and Riverside CA, Temecula Valley Hospital Temecula CA. 

SCOPE OF WORK 
The District is in need of having a qualified agency or firm to provide fire and medical dispatch services to the District. 

District RFP NO. 01-14 is a two part request: 

Part one (1) of the RFP is for FIRE DISPATCH SERVICES. 

Part two (2) of the RFP is for EMS (emergency medical dispatch services). 

Qualified agencies or firms may elect to bid on one or both parts of this request. 

The District will assist the successful bidder awarded the contract for this service by requiring the Fire Department covered by the contract to develop and maintain a standard dispatch protocol to ensure that all fire dispatch functions are consistent and adhere to current standards. The District will direct the Fire Chief, to identify a liaison to meet with successful contractor on no less than a quarterly basis to perform quality assurance and review and resolve any concerns, questions, complaints. 

Bidder is responsible for providing a Dispatch Services 24 hours per day, seven (7) days per week.
Bidder will provide dispatch personnel and the facilities required to provide these services. The District will be responsible for providing and maintaining their respective telecommunications equipment, telephone lines, pagers, radios, etc. 

BIDDER SPECIFICATIONS 
Part (1) One 
Bidder’s must have been an established agency or firm providing dispatch services for a minimum of the last three (3) years. Bidder must be a qualified and certified agency or firm licensed to do business in the State of California as required by California law, and licensed to do business in Riverside and or their subsequent County as located or required by law. Bidder must have a minimum of two employees 24 hours per day seven (7) days per week, in the dispatch center (these employees may include the contracted dispatchers). 

Bidder will ensure that all dispatchers are fully qualified, trained and certified to handle Emergency Fire Response Dispatch services and that all applicable qualifications and certifications will be fully maintained. 
Bidder will have the ability and will forward real time call information to third party service providers of the District at District Request
The bidder must provide a detailed summary of all calls received to include; 

Call ID / Incident Number. 

Time the dispatch center was alerted of call.

Time the dispatch center answered the call. 

Time the dispatch center alerted the District of the call. 

Time the District went responding to the call for service. 

Time the District arrived on scene at the address or location of the call for service. 

Time the District became available from the call for service. 

Time District vehicles became available. 

Time District Vehicles went back in quarters.   

Fines for lack of adherence to the minimum requirements will be established and become part of any contract that may be awarded by the District for service. 

Part (2) Two 
Bidder’s must have been an established agency or firm providing dispatch services for a minimum of the last three (3) years. Bidder must be a qualified and certified agency or firm licensed to do business in the State of California as required by California law, and licensed to do business in Riverside and or their subsequent County as located or required by law. Bidder must have a minimum of two employees 24 hours per day seven (7) days per week, in the dispatch center (these employees may include the contracted dispatchers). 

Bidder will ensure that all dispatchers are qualified, fully trained and certified EMD dispatchers and that all applicable certifications and qualifications are maintained. 

Bidder will have the ability and will forward real time call information to third party service providers of the District at District Request. 

Public agencies may be exempt from specific parts relating to bidder specifications this to be at the discretion of the District. 

Bidder must ensure that adherence to the national time standards for dispatch are adhered to. Bidder will ensure that 100% of all calls will be answered with 59 seconds and that a minimum of 80% of all calls will be answered within 40 seconds, and that a Minimum of 60% of all calls will be answered within 30 seconds.  
The bidder must provide a detailed summary of all calls received to include; 

Call ID / Incident Number. 

Time the dispatch center was alerted of call.

Time the dispatch center answered the call. 

Time the dispatch center alerted the District of the call. 

Time the District went responding to the call for service. 

Time the District arrived on scene at the address or location of the call for service.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF VENDOR 
Vendor must describe in detail in their proposal how they will fulfill the requirements listed in the RFP. 

VENDOR STAFFING 
Vendor must provide a list of individual(s) who will be working with this account and indicate the functions that each will perform. Include a resume for each designated individual. 

Upon award and during the contract period, if the contractor chooses to assign different personnel to the project, the Contractor must submit their names and qualifications including information listed above to the District for approval before they begin work. Services provided under this RFP shall not be performed by or delegated to any person or entity other than the contractor without written authorization from the District. 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Vendor will provide information pertaining to the following: 

Listing of all applicable certifications and or accreditations. 

Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD) Certification, Accreditation or equivalent.

Ability to support mobile data computers and or additional technologies. 

Ability to support and provide AVL / GPS or equivalent. 

Provide call information and data statistics. 

Maintain call records and time stamped recordings of all dispatches. 

Provide any and all statistics and other information as requested by the District. 

Provide monthly call statistics. 

PRICES 
Shall include all billable charges related to the successful performance of this contract. 

METHOD OF PAYMENT 
Bidder will be paid (to be negotiated) after submission and approval of an itemized invoice, and when required, supporting documentation. 

OTHER BENEFITS AND COMPENSATION 
There are no other benefits or compensation except as listed in Method of Payment above. 

INVOICING 
All invoices must agree with the contract in description and price and include the following information: (to be determined).

Invoices that do not reference an authorized Purchase Order will be returned to the vendor. 
THIRD-PARTY “REMIT-TO” 
If Bidder has a third-party “remit-to” company, that information must appear on the Bidder’s response. District will send payment to the company designated by Bidder on its response, but will not be responsible for resolving payment issues, should the Bidder change payment processing companies after a payment has been mailed or without forty-five (45) days written notification to the District. 

PERMITS AND LICENSES 
The contractor shall observe and comply with all federal, state, city and county laws, rules, and regulations affecting services under this Agreement. The contractor shall procure and keep in full force and effect during the term of this Agreement all permits and licenses necessary to accomplish the Work contemplated in this Agreement. 
BUSINESS LICENSE 
Bidder must submit a copy of all applicable business license/s within 7 days of receipt of notice of intent to award. Failure to submit the requested information will result in the notice of intent to award being revoked. 
CANCELLATION CLAUSE 
Failure to deliver as specified and in accordance with the bid submitted, including promised delivery will constitute sufficient grounds for cancellation of the proposal at the option of the District. 

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT 
This contract may be terminated by the District with a 90 day written notice to the other party for (specific reasons). Any violation of this agreement shall constitute a breach and default of this agreement. Upon such breach, the District shall have the right to immediately terminate the contract. Such termination shall not relieve the contractor of any liability to the District for damages sustained by virtue of a breach by the contractor. 

PRE-PAYMENTS 
No prepayments of any kind will be made prior to providing services. 

TAX 
The District is exempt from all tax. Provided however, bidder shall be responsible for payment of all sales, use, lease, ad valorem and any other tax that may be levied or assessed by reason of this agreement. 

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 
The Bidder acknowledges and understands that the performance of this contract is an independent contracting individual and/or agency and, as such, the Bidder is obligated for all applicable taxes (i.e. FICA taxes, Occupational taxes, all Federal, State and Local taxes) and the District is not obligated for same under this contract. 
GUARANTEE 
Bidder certifies by bidding, that it is fully aware of the conditions of service and purpose for which item(s) included in this bid are to be purchased, and that its offering will meet these requirements of service and purpose to the satisfaction of the District. 

CONFLICT OF INTEREST 
The Bidder declares that, as of the date of this contact, neither the District nor any County Commissioner nor any Director nor any other Government official is directly or indirectly interested in this contract or any contract with the Bidder for which compensation will be sought during the period of time this contract is being performed, and, furthermore, the Bidder pledges that he/it will notify the District in writing should it come to his/her/it’s knowledge that any Government official becomes directly or indirectly interested in the contract or any contract the Bidder for which compensation will be sought during the aforesaid period. In addition, the Bidder declares that, as of the date of this contract, neither he/it nor any of his/its officers or employees have given or donated or promised to give or donate, either directly or indirectly, to any official or employee of the District or Commission, or to anyone else for the District’s benefit, any sum of money or other thing of value for aid or assistance in obtaining this contract with the District under which compensation will be sought during the period of time this contract is being performed and furthermore, that neither the Bidder nor any of his/its officers or employees will give or donate or promise to give or donate, directly or indirectly, to any official or employee of the District or Commission, or to anyone else for the District’s benefit, any sum of money or other thing of value, for aid or assistance in obtaining any amendment to this contract with the Bidder for which compensation will be claimed during the period of time this contract is being performed. 

District Funds Paid 
Successful Bidder must certify by the execution of Purchase Order Agreement that no part of the funds paid by the District pursuant to this agreement nor any part of the services, products or any item or thing of value whatsoever purchased or acquired with said funds shall be paid to, used by or used in anyway whatsoever for the personal benefit of any member or employee of any government whatsoever or family member of any of them, including federal, state, county and municipal and any agency or subsidiary of any such government; and further certify that neither the Bidder nor any of its officers, partners, owners, agents, representatives, employees or parties in interest has in any way colluded, conspired, connived, with any member of the governing body or employee of the governing body of the District or another public official or public employee, in any manner whatsoever, to secure or obtain this Agreement and further certify that, except as expressly set out in the scope of work or services of this Agreement, no promise or commitment of any nature whatsoever of anything of value whatsoever has been made or communicated to any such governing body member or employee or official as inducement or consideration for this Agreement. 
INSURANCE 
The successful bidder will maintain such insurance as will protect and the District from claim under Workmen's Compensation Acts, and from claims for damage and/or personal injury, including death, which may arise from operations under this contract. Insurance will be written by companies authorized to do business in the applicable County/s and State/s and shall include:
The District as Added Additional Insured by Endorsement including a thirty (30) day(s) written cancellation notice. 

Evidence of insurance will be furnished to the District not later than seven (5) day(s) after Purchase Order/contract date. Successful bidder is also required to include the bid number on the evidence of insurance. 

Insurance Minimum Coverage: 
Contracting party shall file the following insurance coverage and limits of liability with the District before beginning work with the District.

Added Additional Insured by Endorsement: at District request.  
HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION 
Contracting party agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the District its elected officers and employees (hereinafter referred to in this paragraph collectively as “District”), from and against any and all loss expense or damage, including court cost and attorney’s fees, for liability claimed against or imposed upon District because of bodily injury, death or property damage, real or personal, including loss of use thereof arising out of or as a consequence of the breach of any duty or obligations of the contracting party included in this agreement, negligent acts, errors or omissions, including engineering and/or professional error, fault, mistake or negligence of Integrator, its employees, agents, representatives, or subcontractors, their employees, agents or representatives in connections with or incident to the performance of this agreement, or arising out of Worker’s Compensation claims. Compensation claims, or Unemployment Disability compensation claims of employees of company and/or its subcontractors or claims under similar such laws or obligations. Company obligation under this Section shall not extend to any liability caused by the sole negligence of the District, or its employees. Before beginning work, contract party shall file with the District a certificate from his/her/it’s insurer showing the amounts of insurance carried and the risk covered thereby. Liability insurance coverage must be no less than $1,000,000. During performance the company must effect and maintain insurance from a company licensed to do business in the State of California. Coverage required includes 1) Comprehensive General Liability; 2) Comprehensive Automobile Liability; 3) Worker’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability. 

CONFIDENTIAL OR PROPRIETARY INFORMATION 
If a bidder’s proposal contains material noted or marked as confidential and/or proprietary that, in the District’s sole opinion, meets the disclosure exemption requirements of the Public Records Law, then that information will not be disclosed pursuant to a request for public documents. If the District does not consider such material to be exempt from disclosure under the Public Records Law, the material will be made available to the public, regardless of the notations or markings. If a bidder is unsure if its confidential and/or proprietary material meets the disclosure exemption requirements of the Public Records Law, then it should not include such information in the proposal. 

PUBLIC DISCLOSURE 
Subject to applicable law or regulations, the content of each Bidder’s Proposal shall become public information upon the effective date of any resulting contract. 

NON- DISCRIMINATION POLICY 
The District is strongly committed to equal opportunity in solicitation of RFP’s. The District encourages bidders and proposers to share this commitment. Each bidder submitting a proposal agrees not to refuse to hire, discharge, promote, demote, or to otherwise discriminate against any person otherwise qualified solely because of race, creed, sex, national origin or disability. 

ENTIRE CONTRACT 
This RFP and any resulting contract sets forth the entire agreement between the Parties with respect to the subject matter thereof and shall govern the respective duties and obligations of the Parties. 

MODIFICATION OF CONTRACT 
This contract may be modified only by a written amendment executed by all Parties hereto. All change orders, where required, shall be executed in conformance with the policies and procedures of the District. 

GENERAL 
The District expressly reserves the right to reject any or all proposal, or parts of proposal, and to make the award or awards as the best interest of the District appears. 
NEGOTIATIONS 
The District reserves the right to enter into contract negotiations with the selected bidder. If the District and the selected bidder cannot negotiate a successful contract, the District may terminate negotiations and begin negotiation with the next selected bidder. This process will continue until a contract has been executed or all proposals have been rejected. No bidder shall have any rights against the District arising from such negotiations. 

SUBCONTRACTORS 
The contractor shall be the sole source of contact for the contract. The District will not subcontract any work under the contract to any other firm and will not deal with any subcontractors. The Contractor is totally responsible for all actions and work performed by its subcontractors. All terms, conditions and requirements of the contract shall apply without qualification to any services performed or goods provided by any subcontractor.
